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Style for heading

Please follow the following order when composing the report: Title, Authors, Affiliations, Main text, References. The main text should mention the facility/facilities used (SEM, ID-TIMS, NGMS) and the key analytical information. You are free to organize the main text using different section headings (e.g., Introduction, Methods, Results, Interpretation, Acknowledgments).
General guidelines: use Arial 11 for body of text (bold for section headings), 14 bold point for title and 10 for names and affiliations. Text should be single spaced and justified. The report should not exceed two pages, including references. Pages should have 2cm margin left, right, top and bottom.
Figures and Tables

Figures and Tables should be individually embedded in the text and not extend into the margins. Use Arial font size 10 for Table and Figure captions. The use of colour is encouraged. Send the report as Word document - text and figures should be readable by Word.
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
